READING: We are nearing the end of our Nature Walk theme.  This week we read two stories with the theme Owls.  Owl Moon, is a story the children know well.  We use it often as our mentor text to learn how to make writing powerful.  This time, however, we were just able to read and enjoy the story of a little girl who goes owling with her father.  We compared Owl Moon to Owls.  This was a nonfiction story where we learned many interesting facts about owls.  Next week we will end this theme by reading a new genre, Fables. 





MATH:  The children have enjoyed the challenge of learning many strategies to solve 2-digit addition problems.  One of the reasons behind learning different strategies is that it allows for the different learning styles children have.  It also helps children to understand what happens when regrouping is needed to solve a problem (it’s more than just an algorithm we memorize).  Have your child show you a couple of the strategies we have worked on this week, while explaining what they are doing.  There is a mid-chapter review for this chapter in your child’s homework folder.
