Monday – Day 4- Music








READING: This week we continued our theme, Around Town, Neighborhood and Community. Our story this week was Big Bushy Mustache.  In this story a boy named Ricky really wants to look like his dad so he brings home a mustache from his school play. Ask your students what problem Ricky had and how he tried to solve it. We worked with predicting and also talked about problem/solution in this story.


Next week we will be reading a variety of Thanksgiving themed stories.


MATH:  The children are enjoying the challenge of learning many strategies to solve 2-digit addition problems.  One of the reasons behind learning different strategies is that it allows for the different learning styles children have.  It also helps children to understand what happens when regrouping is needed to solve a problem (it’s more than just an algorithm we memorize).  Have your child show you a couple of the strategies we have worked on this week, while explaining what they are doing.  Knowing their basic addition facts really helps with this skill. There is a mid-chapter review for this chapter in your child’s homework folder.

Writing/Science: 2E has come alive! We are continuing to write like scientists as we began our next science unit,  Insects and Plants.
