READING: We continued our Nature Walk theme this week by reading a nonfiction story.  Exploring Parks With Ranger Dockett told of a real-life urban park ranger.  We read about some of the responsibilities of a park ranger.  Have your child tell you 3 jobs that a park ranger has.  We also did more work with Facts and Opinions.  Our Word Study this week focused on open syllable words. These are words where the first (or only) syllable ends with a long vowel sound.  Being able to recognize and write these words help children decode words while reading or in their writing.





MATH:  We finished up Ch.3 this week and began Chapter 4, 2-Digit Addition.  The children will be exploring many strategies for solving 2-digit addition problems.  The first part of this unit is building the children’s understanding of what happens when regrouping.  Many of you will recognize this as the “borrowing and carrying” that you did in school.  I am going to ask you to NOT show your child the “traditional algorithm” to solve problems.  We will eventually get there, but it is important for the children to build understanding using other strategies first.

Writing: We have finished up our Personal Narrative Unit of Study.  We have looked at mentor authors to see what makes their writing more powerful.  The challenge was to use some of those same craft moves (strategies) in their own writing.  The children have worked on writing about small moments in their lives, making sure to include a strong beginning and ending, zooming in and including lots of details that give the readers pictures in their minds.  They were challenged to use dialogue, use comparisons, and to use strong words so the readers feel like they are in that place.  The children are getting a chance to do some “free writing” (which they are loving), before we move into our next Unit of Study, Opinion Writing.
