READING: I am still doing individual student assessments during our reading time.  Students continue to practice their Read to Self and Word Work Skills.  We also introduced Listen to Reading this week.  For this activity, small groups of students use the computers to access different online reading resources such as RAZ-Kids (we are waiting for our subscription to start for this), Bookflix and Tumblebooks.  They are practicing their independent working skills as they work on reviewing vowel sounds and following directions posted on the board.  We will begin our first theme next week, Silly Stories.  Our first story will be about a very hungry dragon in Dragon Gets By.  





MATH:  The children began working on Minute Math this week.  Our focus this week was on knowing the Doubles + facts.  We will work on them next week as well.  We also continue to work on understanding place value and using place value to write numbers in different ways (i.e. 13 > 10 + 3, thirteen, 1 ten 3 ones). We can also show the value of a number in different ways (i.e. 28 can be        0 tens 28 ones, 2 tens 8 ones, 1 ten, 18 ones. Finally, we looked for patterns to make sure we found all the ways using tens and ones.

Writing – 


In writing this week we continued to focus on writing small moments rather than big ideas. I introduced the convention of using quotation marks to show when someone is talking and have challenged the students to try this in their writing.  Right now, our biggest focus though, is adding details to the stories.  We do this by “unfreezing” people, make them move and talk.  We also add details by making sure we have included all our sense: what do you see, hear, feel, taste, feel?  





Science:  We continued our investigation with Solids and Liquids.  They looked at one set of solid objects and named the properties of those objects (flat, bendy, squishy, clear, pointy, red, etc.)  We found out that different objects can have the same properties.  We then looked at rectangles made of different materials.  We named those materials and named their properties.  Finally, we looked at our first set of solid objects and named the materials they were made from.
