READING: In reading this week, the children read Julius.  This silly story told of the friendship between a little girl and her pet pig.  Have your child tell you some things that Julius did that real pigs do, and things Julius did that real pigs do not do.  We also discussed what nouns are and worked with synonyms.  The children have been practicing going into their Daily 5 rotations.  While they have been in their rotations, I have been doing my individual reading assessments.  Hopefully, I will get these finished next week, so we can start our guided reading groups.  


Our Word Study this week had the children working with the short i sound.  





MATH:  The children have been working hard on place value.  Much of this week had them working on showing the value of a number in different ways (base ten blocks, expanded form, as tens and ones, and using number words. They also looked for patterns to help find all the ways to show a number with tens and ones (this is a precursor to regrouping).  In your child’s homework folder you will find a Study Guide, to give your child a little extra practice before taking our Chapter 1 assessment next week.

Writing – 


Our writing focused on planning a story.  We talked about how mentor authors  may have planned out their stories.  They may have used their fingers to help think about the beginning, middle and end of their stories.  They may also have written “key words” on pages to help them remember what they wanted to happen next in the story.  The children are encouraged to use one or both of these strategies as they plan their next stories.  





Science:  We continue to work on our investigation of Solids.  The children made a great list of the “properties” of solids.  They discovered that different objects can have the same properties. (A wire and rubber tube are both flexible.  A wooden cylinder and a screw are both rigid.)   We also spent a day looking at different materials that solids can be made from.  See if your child can find an object in your home that is made from metal, paper, plastic, or ceramic.  We then discussed how these different materials are better suited to make certain objects. For example, boots made from rubber are great, but boots made from paper wouldn’t be a very good idea.   This morning they had the challenge of building the tallest tower using a variety of solids.  Have your child tell you how tall his/her tower was and what they used.  We will be finishing up solids next week and will then move onto Liquids.
